AUSTRALIAN ROTARY HEALTH is offering two Scholarship - in regional NSW (South) on behalf of the Estate of PDG Joe Scorer
 
The aim of the Scholarship is to provide incentives for a nursing student to complete their 3rd year major clinical placement and graduating year in a rural/regional area. This will encourage and influence the nursing students to consider pursuing a nursing career in regional NSW (South) area upon graduation.  This Scholarship will have the benefit of enjoying the fellowship of Rotarians and also expose the candidate to aspects of rural community life.

CRITERIA:

· Scholarships will only be open to students attending and/or enrolled in Wollongong University.
· To be eligible the candidate must demonstrate ‘a need’ and must attend their Rural/Regional Hospital for the entire Post Grad Year. Failure to do so will have the student forfeit further payments. 
PAYMENT:

Each Scholarship will be valued at $12,500 and paid as follows:

· $2,500 at the end of the third year of studies for the final clinical block (4 to 6 weeks), which must be taken within a hospital in a rural/regional setting.

· $10,000 paid in four instalments of $2,500 each, to be paid at the end of each quarter of the fourth or graduate year, in a Rural/Regional Hospital.  Each payment will be dependent upon the scholar remaining enrolled at the rural or regional Hospital.

All payments will be made through the applicable university and administered by the university.  If the scholar chooses to leave the rural/regional hospital, the scholarship will be withdrawn, and payments will cease.
STUDENTS OBLIGATIONS:

· The Scholarship recipient will be expected to participate in and will be a guest of Rotary Club of Batemans Bay
· The Scholarship recipient will be expected to address (Via Zoom) the Rotary Club of Batemans Bay as well as giving a presentation that provides the members with the recipients’ background and an update on the progress of their course. 
· The Scholarship recipient will provide a report by 1st February 2025, 1st May 2025, 1st August 2025 and 1st November 2025 to receive your next payment.   Final report is due in January/February 2026 (no payment).
The PDG Joe Scorer Rural Nursing Scholarships will begin in the final clinical block of 2024.
· Applications open Monday 12th August 2024
· Applications close Friday 8th November 2024
· Interviews will be conducted by Zoom week beginning 25th November 2024
